PURPOSE: 
CFUW Southport is pleased to announce High School Graduate Scholarships for women, or 
individuals who identify as women, in the amount of $1,000 each to be awarded annually to 
graduates of Saugeen District Senior School, Port Elgin, and/or St. Mary’s High School, Owen 
Sound (who live in Saugeen Shores or Saugeen First Nation #29). Some scholarships are 
available for graduating Indigenous Students. 
 
CRITERIA: 

• Applicant is a woman, or individual who identifies as a woman. 

• Applicant is either  

• Graduating from Saugeen District Senior School OR  

• Graduating from St. Mary’s High School and is a resident of Saugeen Shores or Saugeen First 
Nation #29. 

• Applicant must provide proof of acceptance to a university, college, or other post-secondary 
program to pursue a degree, diploma, or certificate. 

• Applicant must demonstrate leadership or community engagement, such as volunteer work 
or involvement in school initiatives for the advancement of human rights or social inclusion, 
and/or other demonstration of social and personal responsibilities. 

• Note: Applicant must participate in an interview in-person or via video call with members of 
the CFUW Southport Scholarship Committee. 

 
APPLICANT MUST SUBMIT THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION: 
(Note: An optional checklist is provided to ensure that applications are complete.) 

• A letter (maximum 500 words) that includes: 
• Name, address, telephone number, email address. 
• Description and reasons why they should receive the scholarship, and their aspirations 

for the future.  

• Proof of acceptance to a post-secondary education program. 

• Application deadline: May 15, 2026.
